Devices

Among the many ways that WebVision simplifies the  

management of building systems is the coordination of all 

devices into one controller. Your facilities team can manage, 

control, add, download or replicate multiple HVAC controller 

configurations on WebVision, giving you easy access to one 

or many from a single interface.

Schedules

Schedules are weekly calendars defining occupancy mode  

changes and containing special event information, such as 

holidays. Schedules can be viewed, added, modified or 

deleted in WebVision at any time.

Alarms

WebVision makes it easy to manage alarm activities,  

including remote access and prioritization to make sure the 

alarms are sent to the right people at the right time.  

Trends

The Trends function graphically displays the value points  

over time. It’s a great way for facility managers to look for 

patterns and make adjustments for energy savings.  

Trend logs can be saved and viewed later.

Graphics

WebVision comes pre-loaded with default graphics for  

installed devices. You can also create your own graphics 

using background images and system information.

User Profiles

Create user profiles to control access privileges appropriate  

to the user type, such as full system control for a system 

administrator and limited control for a tenant. And a service 

technician could be assigned a profile allowing access to 

HVAC equipment during a maintenance call.
